Please peruse the notes from our dialogue group meeting yesterday and let me know if I misconstrued what was said, added erroneous information or omitted something that should be included.

1. One person had visited family over the weekend and was involved in a conversation that was disturbing.  The person's step-daughter had made prejudicial remarks concerning the people who were displaced because of the hurricanes.  We discussed appropriate, and some inappropriate, responses when friends or family indicate prejudicial behavior or make biased remarks.  We concluded that each situation is different, but that our response should be personable and confront the situation in the kindest way possible that will show our distaste. 

2. We discussed "The Color Line."  This discussion led to questions concerning the local support for communities that wish to improve - economic development, get rid of drugs or beautify.  How does One Columbus impact these communities?  Who can help identify leadership and provide support (funds and training) developing sub-communities.

Next week we will meet in the 3rd floor conference room of Richards Hall (the administration building) on the CSU Campus.  For those unfamiliar with the campus, enter the campus on Cougar Court off of Warm Springs Road between the baseball/softball fields and the Gymnasium.  The road will dead end behind Richards Hall.  Parking should be available in the parking lot to the left next to the tennis courts.

We will discuss any concerns you may have next week at our last scheduled meeting.  In addition, sometime this week, email the group (reply all) at least one idea that you would like to see the Tuesday Dialogue group propose to One Columbus that will improve the quality of life, improve communication or create better understanding in Columbus.  
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
